Payment of all taxes, municipal legal fees, planning fees and fees as per the current
Fees and Charges By-law, Park Land Dedication By-law and all other fees associated with
the processing of this application;

. That the Applicant receive confirmation from the Municipality of a suitable
location for an entrance to the severed lot;

. The Applicant provide confirmation that there are no buildings that could house
livestock and/or livestock in the surrounding area that would have an impact on the
proposed severed and retained lot with respect to the Minimum Distance Separation

Proposal /Background

A Zoning By-law Amendment application has been submitted by John Jackson
Planner Inc. (Agent) on behalf of the property owner, Mark Goodjohn. The subject
property is municipally known as 1388 Ahmic Lake Road in the Municipality of
Magnetawan and is legally described as Part Lots 19 and 20, Concession 3 and 4,
Geographic Township of Croft, Municipality of Magnetawan, District of Parry Sound.
The location of the subject property is shown in Figure 1.

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The subject property is currently located within the Shoreline Residential {RS) Zone
and the Environmental Protection (EP) Zone. The purpose and effect of the proposed
Zoning By-law Amendment application is to rezone the subject property to refine the
boundary of the Environmental Protection (EP) Zone mapping following the
submission of an Environmental Impact Study. The application is to facilitate the
applicant in establishing a building envelope for a proposed residential dwelling, dock
and boathouse along the shoreline on the subject property.

The subject property is currently vacant and appears to contain an existing driveway
as shown in the aerial photography. An aerial image of the subject property is shown
in Figure 2. The boundary of the subject property appears to include lands that are
now flooded along the shoreline.

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Policy Analysis

Provincial Policy Statement

The Provincial Policy Statement (PPS) is a document that provides policy direction on
matters of Provincial interest concerning land use planning. Ontario has a policy led
planning system and the PPS sets the foundation for regulating the development and
use of land in the Province. Policies are set out to provide for appropriate development
while also protecting resources of provincial interest, public health and safety, and the
quality of the natural and built environment. When making land use planning decisions,
Planning Authorities must ensure that all planning decisions are consistent with the
PPS.

The subject property is located on Rural Lands within the Municipality. Section 1.1.5.2
of the PPS includes permitted uses on Rural Lands. The proposed use is considered
as a resource-based recreational use (recreational dwelling) on the shoreline and is a
permitted use in the context of the PPS.

Section 1.1.5.4 of the PPS indicates that “development that is compatible with the rural
landscape and can be sustained by rural service levels should be promoted”. The
Proposed Zoning By-law Amendment is compatible with the existing rural landscape
of the surrounding lands and can be sustained by rural service levels.

Section 1.6.6.4 provides policies that apply to development serviced by individual on-
site sewage and water services. The PPS states that individual on-site sewage
services and individual on-site water services may be used for a new development
provided that site conditions are suitable for the long-term provision of such services
with no negative impacts. The subject property will be serviced by private on-site
sewage and water services when it is developed with the future proposed residential
use.

Section 2.0 of the PPS contains policies related to the wise use and management of
resources. Ontario’s long-term prosperity, environmental health, and social well-being
is dependent on protecting water and natural heritage features. Section 2.1 of the PPS
further states that natural heritage features shall be protected for the long term.
Accordingly, an Environmental Impact Study (EIS) was prepared by FRi Ecological
Services, dated October 2023, to assess the potential impact of proposed
development on the subject property, including the refinement of the Environmental
Protection (EP) Zone mapping to accurately reflect the natural heritage features
identified on the subject property. Currently, the EP Zone mapping encompasses the
majority of the subject property and there is limited areas for development.

Section 2.1.6 of the PPS states that “development and site alteration shall not be
permitted in fish habitat except in accordance with provincial and federal
requirements”. The EIS identified areas of wetlands and fish habitat on the subject
property. The conclusions of the EIS provide support to refine the EP Zone mapping
to provide a building envelope for a future residential dwelling on the property, as well
as a dock and boathouse on the northern portion of the subject property. The previous
EP Zone mapping was overestimated and the site specific study confirmed the
appropriate EP Zone boundary based on a review of the relevant policies and natural
heritages features present.
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The proposed Zoning By-law Amendment is consistent with the PPS.
Municipality of Magnetawan Official Plan

The Municipality's Official Plan provides policy direction on growth and development
within Magnetawan. The policies in the Plan address the environment, cultural and
built heritage, natural resources and servicing and transportation. Schedule A {Land
Use Map) of the Official Plan identifies the subject property as being designated
“Rural” and a small portion “Shoreline”. The proposed future residential use is entirely
located within the Rural designation. Figure 3 includes an excerpt of Schedule A of
the Official Plan.

Section 5.2 of the Official Plan contains policies for Rural Areas in the Municipality and
states that the permitted uses include agriculture and residential dwellings provided
they are in close proximity to other residential uses and existing roadways. The subject
property is bound by neighbouring residential uses and will be accessed by an existing
roadway via Ahmic Lake Road.

Section 4.4 of the Official Plan states that new development or site alteration shall
have no negative impact on the natural features or ecological functions of significant
habitat of endangered or threatened species, other significant wildlife habitat, fish
habitat, a Provincially Significant Wetland or other significant natural heritage feature
or function. The Official Plan does not identify any natural heritage features on the
subject property, however the EIS that was completed identified unevaluated wetlands
on the subject property and fish habitat along the shoreline.

Section 4.7 of the Official Plan states that Type 1 Fish Habitat must be protected to
ensure a healthy population of sports fish in the Municipality and the watershed.
Setbacks of 30 meters from cool or cold-water streams and 15 metres from other
streams are required. The proposed future residential use falls outside of the
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delineated boundary of the Type 1 Fish Habitat which was identified in the EIS. The
boundary of the Type 1 Fish Habitat and Type 2 Fish Habitat is shown on Figure 4.

The EIS completed on the subject property has identified unevaluated wetlands and
Fish Habitat on the subject property and along the shoreline. The conclusions of the
EIS support the refinement of the EP Zone mapping that allows for a building envelope
for a future residential dwelling; and established an area on the north portion of the
shoreline for a future dock and boathouse. The location of the proposed residential
dwelling and proposed dock and boathouse are shown in green on Figure 4 and are
located outside the wetland features, and located outside the Type 1 Fish Habitat that
has been identified.

The proposed Zoning By-law Amendment conforms to the Official Plan.

The remaining shoreline of the subject
property is to be protected and no shoreline structures are permitted. The proposed
Zoning By-law Amendment is supported by the EIS.

Introduction

The subject property is an approximate 4.5-hectare parcel, (10.4 ha as more than half is flooded
land) with approximately 650 metres frontage of shoreline on Neighick Lake {formerly Beaver
Lake). The property is described as 1388 Ahmic Lake Road (Figure 1). A large portion of the
property is zoned Environmental Protection (EP), and the entire shoreline frontage is identified as
fish habitat. Both designations preclude development of a cottage and associated infrastructure.
Based on the available aerial information, it appears that the current zoning and fish habitat
designations may be incorrect.

Figure 1: The location and boundary of the subject property is shown in a red outline.

The landowner wishes to establish a development envelope for future residential use and will
potentially require a zoning by-law amendment to facilitate this. A sketch of the proposed
development is included in Appendix A.

FRi was retained to complete 3 scoped EIS to assess the existing conditions and provide an opinion

on the extent and type of habitat available. The background information consolidation, field work
and reporting were guided by a Preconsultation Memo from July 21, 2023. The memo indicated

that an Environmental impact Study be prepared identifying the nature of the EP zone and the fish
habitat, the limits of the fish habitat areas and providing recommendations regarding the
preservation of habitat. The memo also noted that the property is within Stratum It deer wintering
habitat.

This report will address Stratum |l deer wintering habitat, the extent of the EP zone based on the
natural heritage values, the extent of fish habitat and a suitable dock and boathouse location. For
all three considerations, an assessment of impact and recommendations for avoiding negative
impacts are included.

Approach

FRi took a two-part approach to assessing the existing conditions on the property. They include
both background research and in-person field investigation.

Background Information
FRi completed a thorough search and consolidation of the existing background information. This
included a review of the following:

e Municipal planning documents — Official Plan, Zoning By-law and associated schedules*

¢ Land Information Ontario Geohub? - GIS layers

e Leaf-off 2018 orthoimagery

e Fisheries Protection Program — Request for Review’

¢ Fisheries and Oceans — Species at risk critical habitat; aquatic species at risk GIS data®

e FishOnline®

Field Investigation

A single in-person field visit was conducted on August 29, 2023, by two FRi biologists. The entire
property was walked, including a cruise of the entire shoreline frontage. The ecosites on the
property were assessed and the type and extent of fish habitat was similarly assessed.

Existing Conditions

Ecological Setting

The subject property is within the Ontario Shield Zone, Georgian Bay Ecoregion {5E). This ecozone
occupies more than half of Ontario and contains both boreal forest and non-boreal Great Lakes —
St. Lawrence Forest regions. It experiences long cold winters and short warm summers. There

are a wide range of temperatures, precipitation and diverse surficial geology and substrates, as
well as complex drainage patterns.®

It is more specifically within the Huntsville Ecodistrict {SE-8). The climate in this ecoregion is cool
temperate and humid; with mean annual temperatures ranging from 2.8 to 6.2°C and a growing
season between 183 and 219 days. Mean precipitation ranges between 771 and 1134 annually. ’
The Huntsville Ecodistrict is situated on the southern edge of the Precambrian Shield and is
comprised of gneissic and granitic bedrock. Exposed bedrock is common, as is bedrock covered by
limited unconsolidated matter; reflecting the bedrock-controlled geology of the region. There are
localized pockets of clay and silt scattered throughout the ecodistrict; wetlands are present in
lower areas adjacent the upland bedrock knobs. The forest composition in this region is dominated
by mixed forest with pure deciduous and coniferous stands.

Ecological Land Classification

The ecosites on and within 120 metres of the subject property, to the extent possible respecting
adjacent private property, were determined and are described in detail below. The represented
ecosites correspond to potential habitat and natural heritage features and could reflect the
rationale for the EP zoning. They are described below.

Ecosites

Ecological land classification or ‘ecosites’ are determined by assessing the soil and vegetation
characteristics of a site. An ecosite is a contiguous area that shares soil, moisture, and vegetation
characteristics, and is at least 0.5 hectares in size. Areas smaller than 0.5 ha are typically not
considered standalone ecosites and are included as part of the larger landscape ecosite. However,
where small, unique areas are present on the landscape, they are assessed and delineated as
ecoelements.

There is one (1) terrestrial ecosites and two (2) wetland ecosites represented on the subject
property. The terrestrial ecosite is represented in the tali-treed {Tt) condition, while the wetland
ecosites are represented in shrub (S) and open (N) condition. The adjacent properties are other
private land, and in the absence of permission to access these lands, the ecosites are assumed
contiguous with the assessed types and boundary apparent from the available imagery and
observation in the field.

There is a change in forest type along a narrow section of parts of the shoreline where balsam fir
and occasional Eastern white cedar (Thujo occidentalis) are present in the forest canopy and
understory. They are visible in the aerial imagery; however, they were not large enough (>0.5ha)

There is an area of flooded land which represents the ‘channel’ between Neighick Lake and
Crawford Lake downstream. This open water channel does not align with an ecosystem in the
provincial framework, rather it is a watercourse.

This upland terrestrial ecosite is represented on almost all of the non-flooded subject property,
about 4.5 hectares. It is characterized by fresh mineral soils, a coarse sandy loam, with inclusions
of bedrock at or near the surface. There are very occasional boulders at the surface, and a
moderate understory. The canopy is dominated by sugar maple (Acer saccharum), with occasional
yellow birch (Betula alleghaneiensis), American basswood (Tilia americana) and black cherry
{(Prunus nigra).

The understory herbaceous vegetation includes young sugar maple seedlings, wood fern
(Dryopteris sp.), wild sarsaparilla {Arafia nudicaulis), honeysuckle (Lonicera sp), grasses {Poa sp.)
and leaf litter. Exposed sandy loam soils were apparent in the forested ecosite. There is occasional
balsam fir (Abies balsameay) in the understory, in particular along the shoreline.

Shoreline Cruise

A shoreline cruise was completed during the August 29 field investigation. Biologists walked the
entire frontage of the shoreline on the subject property, with particular attention to the locations
identified for both a dock and boathouse. The riparian area and substrate were assessed, the type
and extent of aquatic vegetation, and the potential presence of fish habitat features.

Existing Dock

There is an existing floating dock at the north end of the subject property. It is a small floating
dock with two sections. The planned development includes the construction of a boathouse at
this dock location, with the floating dock relocated to a different |ocation along the shoreline.

The water depths drop quickly at this location; approximately 70 cm in depth at the shore. The
substrate is mostly bedrock, with some organic accumulation but also small cobble and sand.

Proposed Boat House Location

The landowner wishes to construct a boathouse at the current dock location. According to plans
provided by Custom Home Designs, the architect for the landowner, the proposed boat house will
be approximately 32’ by 24’ or 9.75 metres by 7.3 metres,

The proposed location for the boat house coincides with the existing location of the dock and the
nearshore area with the least amount of both emergent and floating aquatic vegetation. It also
falis outside of the delineated ‘Type 1 fish habitat’. See Figures 28 & 29 for mapping of the
identified fish habitat.

Natural Heritage Considerations

The following natural heritage features were identified and addressed as directed in the pre-
consultation memo from July 21, 2023.

Environmental Protection Zoning

A large portion of the subject property is presently zoned environmental protection or EP
according to the zoning bylaw schedules. Both Schedule A-1 from the 2018 Zoning By-law and the
interactive municipal mapping® show more than half of the upland (unflooded lands) as ‘EP’. The
reason for this zoning is not entirely clear, although it is suspected that it is related to the fish
habitat and wetlands in the wetted areas of the property.

Field investigations confirm the absence of both wetlands and fish habitat on the subject property
to the extent shown in the Zoning Bylaw mapping. It is our opinion that the EP designation for
most of the terrestrial upland area is incorrect and should be adjusted to reflect the nature of the
subject land. The upland area is mature maple hardwood bush and does not provide either
wetland or fish habitat values.

The EP boundary should be adjusted to reflect the high-water line and known elevations based on
the water control and associated fluctuations. The system is regulated, and the levels are known.
Field investigations confirm the presence of this ‘line’ by the upland terrestrial vegetation and a

Fish Habitat

Fish and fish habitat are protected under the federal Fisheries Act. This Act has undergone
considerable changes over the past 20 years, which are not always reflected in municipal planning
framework including Official Plans, Zoning and policies related to fish and fish habitat protections.

Presently, a large portion of the flooded land is identified as ‘Type 1 Fish Habitat’. The remaining
wetted areas along the shoreline of the property are identified as Type 2 Fish Habitat. The
Province of Ontario provided the Town with ‘information identifying the location and typing of fish
habitat’. Fish habitat typing is an historic approach to fish habitat management dating back to the
1990's. The province has certain delegated responsibilities assigned by the federal government
under the Fisheries Act e.g., Fishing Regulations, but the province is not directly responsible for
fish habitat protection. This falls under the purview of the federal government. The federal
Fisheries Act is the legislation which provides protection provisions for fish and their habitat.

The recently revised Fisheries Act (1985) prohibits activities that ‘result in the death of fish” or
‘result in the harmful alteration, disruption or destruction of fish habitat’. The Act has exceptions
to these prohibitions which include authorizations and prescribed work (detailed in the
Regulations).

Sections 34.4 and 35 of the Fisheries Act represent the current legislative framework that protects
fish and their habitat. These sections include prohibitions on activities which ‘result in the death
of fish’ or ‘result in the harmful alteration, disruption or destruction of fish habitat’ (HADD). Fish
habitat ‘typing’ is irrelevant to inform the sensitivity of a fish habitat since the Act prohibits both
the death of fish and the harmful alteration, disruption or destruction of fish habitat. The Act
treats all fish and fish habitat equally — it does not differentiate or assign levels of sensitivity based
on the thermal regime or species of fish present in a watercourse.

Note that the entire upland cottage and associated development envelopes are outside of any
identified fish habitat.

The proposed boat house is situated entirely outside of the identified Type 1 fish habitat. This
meets any natural heritage considerations from the municipal planning perspective. The federal
Fisheries Act protects fish and fish habitat and provides a self-assessment tool for which
proponents can assess whether their project avoids harm to fish and/or fish habitat. FRi
recommends the landowner complete a self-assessment and Request for Review, if necessary, in
advance of boat house construction. If a Request for Review is necessary, Fisheries and Oceans
(DFO) will review the work and provide either a letter of advice to proceed or recommendations
to seek an authorization. Regardless, the process will ensure the municipality has met their listed
requirements under the Provincial Policy Statement and their Official Plan.

Deer Wintering Area

The subject property is overlapped by Stratum Il deer wintering area, specifically the Oranmore
Deer Yard. These areas are identified by the Ministry of Natural Resources and Forestry and are
reflected in municipal planning documents.

The Significant Wildlife Habitat Criteria Schedules for Ecoregion S5E° (SWHCS) and the Significant
wildlife Habitat Mitigation Support Tool'! (SWHMIST) provide details on the function and
composition of winter concentration areas for white-tailed deer. Deer wintering or yarding areas
are areas where deer move to at the onset of colder temperatures and snow. The ‘yard is
described as two distinct stratums, referred to as Stratum I and Stratum |l

Stratum | represents the ‘core’ of the yard, areas where deer will concentrate during the winter
when snow depths reach 30+ cm. Stratum | areas are critical for survival during the winter and
are primarily composed of coniferous trees {pine, hemlock, cedar, spruce) with a canopy cover of
more than 60%.

Stratum |l is typically a deciduous or mixed forest with abundant woody browse available for food.
Deer move into Stratum 1l areas in the fall and early winter, usually when snow depths reach 20
cm. Deer use the Stratum || habitat to move to Stratum | habitats during winters with heavier
snowfalls; Stratum [l functions as a staging and movement area,

In Northern Ontario, Stratum Il habitat staging areas are on lands surrounding core wintering
areas. According to the SWHMIST, single-lot development is not expected to have significant or
serious impacts on deer wintering habitat and its function. However, the guide cautions that the
practice of depositing food for deer to enhance viewing opportunities by people should be
discouraged. The practice of winter-deer feeding affects the animal’s normal migration to a deer
wintering area and concentrates deer in areas where they would not normally spend the winter.
Supplemental feeding can also contribute to localized traffic hazards and negative human-wildlife
interactions.

FRi recommends that landowners refrain from supplemental feeding of white-tailed deer in the
winter. This will ensure deer continue to follow their natural migration patterns. The proposed
small-scale cottage development should not negatively impact the ability of white-tailed deer to
move through the identified Stratum Il habitat to the ‘core’ yard during the winter months.

Proposed Development

Cottage and Accessory Buildings

The proposed cottage and accessory buildings including the septic system are situated in mature
maple hardwood forest. They exceed the minimum planning setbacks from the shoreline and
adjacent properties according to the plans provided by the landowner’s architect.

Boathouse

As noted above, the best location for the proposed boathouse is the location of the existing
floating dock. This location is ideal given the relative absence/minimal aguatic vegetation, the
bedrock substrate and the immediately suitable water depths to accommodate watercraft. It is
also entirely outside of the identified ‘type 1’ fish habitat.

The planned boat house should undergo a ‘self assessment’ following the guidance found on the
Fisheries Protection website.  https://www.dfo-mpo.gc.ca/pnw-ppe/reviews-revues/reguest-
review-demande-d-examen-004-eng.htm! If determined through the self-assessment process, a
Request for Review may be required. Regardless, the proposed boathouse generally meets the
municipality’s planning requirements.

Dock

The existing floating dock location is proposed to be replaced by a boathouse. This necessitates
moving the floating dock to another suitable location. Most of the shoreline is identified ‘type 1’
fish habitat; however, an explanation was given, providing context in the current legislative
framework. In short, a float dock will not likely negatively impact fish or fish habitat. It is assurmed
that the proposed dock will include a narrow footpath, not more than 3 metres wide to
accommodate access to the dock.

FRi recommends the landowner submit a Request for Review to Fisheries and Oceans, requesting
their review and approval of the proposed dock location. This approach is consistent with the
Provincial Policy Statement {PPS) and associated municipal planning framework.

Summary

This report supports the rezoning of all identified terrestrial upland areas at 1388 Ahmic Lake Road
from EP (environmental protection) to RS (shoreline residential). If the above noted
recommendations are implemented and the suggested timing is adhered to, the proposed cottage
development and associated accessory buildings including a boat house and floating dock, will not
negatively impacts the natural heritage values on the subject property. This applies to those
proposed development envelopes as shown in the appended sketch and reproduced in the figures
in this report.

Part Lot 19, Concession 3, Geographic Township of Croft, Municipality of Magnetawan, Prepared for Mark
Langford when he rezoned and subdivided the 2 lots {S1 & S2) off Lost Forest Park Lane right across from the
subject Property. | am also attaching the resulting By-Law No. 2016-10 passed on March 239, 2016 by The
Corporation of the Municipality of Magnetawan.

These same measures should exist for the opposite side of the channel as it is included and is the same area
referred to as “CRITICAL FISH HABITAT” in the Fish Habitat Impact Assessment. There is tons of vegetation and
wildlife that utilize this channel. Fish, Turtles, Birds, Deer, Muskrats, Wolf, Bugs, etc...There are three
established Beaver Lodges along the Shoreline of the subject Property, they can even be seen in Figure 1.

Why would the other side of the channel be different? They are both “FISH HABITAT” the same guidelines
should apply.

The Big Rock where they want to build a (very to large) Boathouse is called the Honey Pot by everyone as it
and the shoreline hold many fish all the time.

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1.0 Introduction and Background Information

In 2013 the proponent. Mr. Mark Langtord. prepared an application to sever and
rezone & l-hectare shoreline lot as seasonal shoreline residential. The proposed lot
creation was located on the shoreline of Neighick (Beaver) 1.ake that is part of’ Ahmic
Lake. and the greater Magnetawan River system (L' TM centroid coordinate 17 |
599174 5052522).

Subsequently. in 2015, Mr. Langford amended his lot creation application to increase
the number of seasonai-residential lots from the original application of one (1) to
three 13) lots in the amended application. The shoreline fronting all of the proposed
lots has been given a fish habitat importance designation of Type | - the highest
level of protection.

Blythc and Associatcs was originally retained by Mr. Langford in 2013 to prepare a
fish habitat impact assessment report on his initial 1-lot application. This report found
that although the fish habitat typing was technically correct. the habitat was of
marginal value to overall Ahmic Lake fishery and any potential negative impacts to
the fish habitat could be easily mitigated by implementing the appropriate standard
shoreline development protocols and procedures as stipulated in the local municipal
by-laws. provincial septic system standards, and Fisheries and Oceans Canada (DFO)
regulations.

1.1 Location

All three lots, as shown on the proponent’s Jot creation application sketch, are in close
proximity to one another (Attachment 1). They are located at the narrow isthmus of

a peninsula that projects northward into Neighick Lake: terminating at Pleasant Point

{UTM centroid coordinate 17 7 5399191 5053 132).

The original lot for which the 2013 report was wrilten — for the purposes of this
repont designated as [.ot O — was located on the gagt side of the isthmus (L'TM
centroid cuordinate 17 T 599174 5052522). As previously stated, the fish habita
characteristics of Lot O were marginal.

2.0 Existing Lakefront Conditions of Lots S1 and S2

The two newly proposed fots in Mr. Langiord's amended application — designated as
Lots §1 and S2 for the purposes of this report — are located on the west side of the
peninsula’s isthmus (UTM centroid coordinate 17 T 599087 5052311} (Attachment
1). The fish habitat in ihis area is significantly differem from that of Lot O and is
more important to the overall Ahmic Lake fishery.

3.0 Fish Habitat Characteristics of Lots SI and S2

Lots St and $2 front on a narrow — 155 metre wide — channel that connects
Neighick Lake and Crawford Lake (Attachment |). The channel between Neighick
Lake and Crawford Lake is approximately 2 kilommetre long and heavily vegetated
with aquatic plants . This is the main outflow channel trom Crawford Lake. The flow
is northward into Beaver Lake : thence. into Ahmic Lake and the greater Magnetawan
River system.

Crawford Lake receives inflow waters from a relatively large watershed that includes:
Belis, Simmons, and Newell Lakes — via Wylie Creck. In addition. it also reccives
inflow from the Neighick River and its extensive watershed catchment area that
includes Scguin (Wolif) Lake: approximately 8 kilometres to the south.

The 2-kilometre long outflow channel. in front of the proposed lot development,
sustains an aquatic-plani species rich. lacustrine marsh. At the peak of the summer
growing season — late July — the navigable portion of the channel is very narrow —
approxtmately 5 m — and is choked with submerged and floating aquatic vegetation.

This type of lacustrine marsh is relatively uncommon within the Precambrian Shield
environment. The open-water marsh is dominated by aquatic plamt species such as:
water horsetail (Equisefum fluviatile). floating burreed (Sparganium fluctuans).
pickercl weed (Pontederia cordata), floating heart (Nymphoides cordata). water
shield (Braseniu Schreberi) . fragrant water lily (Nymphaea odorata) . purple
bladderwon (Utriculata purpurea) and an assortment of pondweeds ( Potamogeton
spp). Along its margins, there is a band of common cattail { Tvpha larifolia).

This extensive area of aquatic vegetation provides critical habitat for both fish and
assorted wildlife species. It also provides valuable staging and feeding habitat for
migratory waterfow.

In particular. the following game-fish species are found in abundance here: northern
pike: smalimouth bass: largemouth bass: and yellow perch. The extensive lacustrine
marsh. and the flow channel itself, provides at least ane of the following critival
habitats for the aforementioned species — foraging. spawning. and nursery habitat.
(iame-fish species spawned and grown here would ultimately migrate into other parts
of Ahinic Lake. In essence. the Crawford and Neighick lake open-water marshes are
a fish-producing factory for the rest of Ahmic Lake.

For these reasons this uncommon and valuable aquatic environment requires a higher
level of protection than is usually accorded the normal rocky near-shore cnvironment
ol most Precambrian Shield lakes.

4.0 Potential Negative Impacts of the Proposed Shoreline
Development

Shoreline scasonal-residential lot creation inherently assumes that there will be some
development of the lot in terms of the construction of a seasonal dwelling structure
and attendant shoreline structures such as a boathouse. dock. and storage buildings.
These developments may. if done improperly and without due regard to the
shoreline’s natural heritage features. result in negative impacts to fish habitat. This is
particularly, true in the case of Lots St and S2, where the usual expectations of
shoreline structures will have to be attenuated in order to proteet the critical fish
habitat of the lacustrine marsh.

The shallow water and dense vegetation of the open-water marsh. fronting i.01s S1
and $2. will preclude any mototized watercraft access from the lot’s shoreline 10 the
main navigable channel — approximately 80 metres out from the lot. Similarly. there
can be no provision for a swimming area. To achieve either of these objectives would
require dredging of the marsh and some amount of destruction of its of critical fish
habitat.

The destruction of critical fish habitat of this type tends to be incremental and may
take place over a long period of time. To allow any loss of the open-water marsh
vegetation to shoreline development would set a precedent; wherein, future shoreline
developers would expect similar opportunities 1o dredge boat channcls, create
swimming beaches, or remove aguatic vegetation, The open-water marsh
environment would be slowly diminished. as would the Ahmic Lake spon fishery.

5.0 Site Specific Mitigation Measures To Protect Critical Fish
Habitat

Mr. Langford is proposing a stringent set of environmental constraints to allow the
development of Lots ST and S2 1o proceed. Specifically:

* o dredging will be permitted:
e no infilling of the shoreline below the seasonal high-watermark will be permitied:

* no remmval of aquatic vegetation by any means will be permitted in front of the
lots:

¢ in order o provide access 1o the navigable portion of the lake. the lots will have a
decded right-of-way 1o a common access point on Neighick $ake on the east side
of the isthmus adjoining Lot O, where motorized watercraft may be launched and
docked:
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¢ all forms of motorized watercrafl including standard propeller-driven and
Jet-propelled watercraft will be launched from and docked. at this site:

* on the west-side of the isthmus, each lot will have a provision for the placement of
a 25 m* floating platform attached to the shoreline from which would exiend a 2 m
wide by 10 m long, steel-pile-supported duck suitable for the launching of non-
motorized watercraft -— canoes. kayaks. punts etc. — to access the marsh
environment:

¢ the entire floating platform and canoe dock will extend out into the marsh
a maximum of |5 metres from the shoreline:

 and in order to protect the marsh environment from disruption. the
placement of the steel-piles and dock construction will take place in the
winter months, when equipment and materials can be placed on the ice.

6.0 General Fish Habitat Protection Measures

In addition. to prevent harm to fish habitat. the following standard protocols and
procedures are recommended:

* seasonal-residential building envelopes will be sited at least 15 metres back from
the edge of the lake as is specified in the Municipality of Magnetawan's shoreline
setbacks for areas of warm-water fish habitat:

* any fill materials used to elevate the building site will be protected with adequate
sediment and erosion control measures that will be maintained until the arcas of
disturbed and unconsolidated soils are re-vegetated. or stabilized by other
permanent methods:

* construction equipment will be fuelled off-site — at least 50 metres away from the
shoreline — fuel and oil spill clcanup materials should be readiiy available on-site
during the construction phase:

* no shoreline alteration should occur in terms of the removal of shoreline trees.
shrubs. or emergent shoreline herbaceous species:

e it may. however. be necessary 1o remove a few individual shoreline trees
to enhance the water view. however. vegetation removal should be kept to
an absolute minimum; the pruning of tree limbs is preferable to the
removal of trees:

¢ and a shoreline vegetation buffer zone of 5 metres should be maintained in a

natural state, save for periodic pruning of brush 1o facilitate access to the non-
motorized watereraft dock.

WHEREAS the Council of the Corporation of the Municipality of Magnetawan is empowered to pass By-
laws to regulate the use of land pursuant to Section 34 of the Planning Act, R.5.0. 1990;

AND WHEREAS the owner of the subject lands has filed an application with the Municipality of
Magnetawan to amend By-law 2001-26 as amended;

NOW THEREFORE the Council of the Corporation of the Municipality of Magnetawan enacts as

follows:

L. Schedule "Al’, to Zoning By-law No. 2001-26 as amended, is further amended by zoning a portion of lands
legaliy described as Part of Lot 19, Concession 3, Plan 42R-20119, Parts 2,3,5 and 6 in the former Township of
Croft, now in the Municipality of Magnetawan and munmicipally known as 1516 Ahmic Lake Road,

Municipality of Magnetawan from the Extractive Industrial (MX) Zone to the Shoreline Residential Exception
RS-23 Zone as shown on Schedule *A-1" attached forming part of this By-law.

2. One 25m’ floating platform per lot is permitted. The entire floating platform and canoe dock will extend out
into the marsh 2 maximum of 15 metres from the shoreline. The floating platform will be attached to the
shoreline from which would extend a 2 metre wide by 10 metre long, steel-pile supported dock suitable for the
launching of non-motorized watercraft to access the marsh environment.

3. To prevent harm to fish habitat, the following standard protocols and procedures shall be followed, as included
in the December 2015 Supplementary Fish Habitat Impact Assessment prepared by Blythe and Associates :
a. Seasonal-residential building envelopes shall be sited at least 15 metres back from the edge of the lake;

b. Any fill materials used to elevate the building site shall be protected with adequate sediment and erosion
control measures that shall be maintained until the areas of disturbed and unconsolidated soils are re-
vegetated or stabilized by other permanent methods; and

¢ A shoreline vegeration buffer zone of 5 metres shall be maintained in a natural state, save for periodic
pruning of brush to facilitate access to the non-motorized watercraft floating platform.

4. Inall other respects, the provisions of By-law 2001-26, as amended shall apply.

This By-law take effect on the date of its passage. subject to the provisions of Section 34 (30) and (31) of the
Planning Act (Ontario).

Call volume is slightly below the average for this time of year.

General update:

-Three members attended the Northeastern Fire Education Conference in Huntsville, gaining
valuable knowledge in firefighter cancer prevention through industry best practices. Other topics
included mental health programs, fireground rehabilitation, application of the Highway Traffic
Act and Book 7, and several other useful topics affecting the fire service.

-A Hazard Identification and Risk Assessment {HIRA) was completed in cooperation with our
community partners. The HIRA is a requirement for Emergency Management and is a process of
defining and describing hazards by characterizing their probability, frequency and severity and
evaluating adverse consequences, including potential loses and injuries. The Municipality is
expected to be fully compliant with Emergency Management Ontario this year and going
forward.

-The fire department provided medical standby for the SOS Drag Races on two occasions over
the winter. No incidents occurred and our services were not needed.
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-The Community Risk Assessment has been started and will be complete by the deadline of July
1, 2024. This document identifies, analyzes, evaluates, and prioritizes fire-related risks to public
safety within our community.

Upcoming:

-Water rescue equipment will be switched out for the wildland firefighting equipment in the
coming days. Our area is forecasted to have a warmer than normal spring, with below normal
precipitation.

-Written and practical testing will take place in the coming months. Recruits will have their first
opportunity to challenge the tests to work towards certification.

Training:

-Two recruits finished the recruit training class in March. The first part of their certification
process will start this spring with the written testing through AS&E.

-All new firefighters received their certification in first aid and CPR.

-AS&E (Academic Standards and Evaluation) written testing took place in early January, with
several firefighters writing tests, moving us closer to becoming compliant with certification. Most
members have achieved their full certification. Many hours of training, self study, and testing are
required for this process and their efforts are appreciated.

Fire rating:

-April 1%t is the set date for daytime burning to end and starts the MNR fire season, moving the
fire rating to moderate. Although the ground may be saturated, or still frozen, the dead
vegetation can burn easily, and fire can spread rapidly. Daytime burning will not be allowed
without approval.

Conclusion:

2023 saw a record number of calls. Although 2024 has started off below average, call volume is
likely to increase and return to average levels. With the spring freshet nearly over and an
expected dry and warm spring ahead, emphasis will be placed on wildland firefighting training
and preparedness.

Current services have been consistent and continue to develop positively with management, staff
and Council in the Municipality of Magnetawan. Myself and Bryan are enjoying the opportunity
to support Magnetawan with meeting the demand for Municipal Law Enforcement.

Background:
Current reporting will be effective from January 1, 2024 to March 31, 2024, The start to 2024 has
been busy across the district and Magnetawan is consistent with these trends.

As noted in 2024 there was significant effort put in place to update numerous By-Laws, which
have resulted in updated and current legislation. Moving into 2024 there will be less demand in
this area, as these efforts should sustain for some time, or unless we identify need.

Some enforcement in 2023 and early 2024 has resulted in increased and more intrusive measures
for compliance. Unfortunately compliance was not cooperatively obtained and these methods
were required to mitigate these concerns. We await the judicial process for decision, remedy and
penaity.

The 2023 implemented Administrative Montetary Penalties (AMPS) have also been beneficial
already in 2024. It is also noted that based on this success, 5 other municipalities in the immediate
area are exploring these options and are expected to implement AMPS cooperatively prior to the
summer of 2024.

The addition of a second officer has been positive, and Bryan is developing well, and
demonstrating good skills and assessment.

The By-law Enforcement Department is in good shape moving into the spring and summer, and

we are prepared to respond as required to the increase of seasonal residents, and visitors to our
area’s.

Report Title: Public Works Department Quarterly Report (First Quarter)

Recommendation: THAT Council receives and approves this report as presented.

Background:

The First quarterly report for 2024 includes tasks completed for the Landfill and Roads
operations. Once again, the municipality has had an unseasonable winter season that resulted in
reduced operations in regards to sanding and plowing. Given the spring like conditions in
February and the start of March led to more gravel/ cold mix usage for potholes and the Roads
Department even switched out a culvert and although unusual does appear to be becoming a
trend.

Activities Undertaken — Roads Department

Winter Maintenance Although a less than average snowfall, to date the Roads Department was
out 14 times Plowing/Sanding and 17 times Sanding Only as compared to the entire last winter
of 33 times Plowing/Sanding and 11 Sanding. To note each time out plowing we do use the
sander, in total to date we used an estimated 4,500 tonnes of Sand/Salt mix. Comparing this to
last year’s entire winter season was an estimated 5,800 tonnes of Sand/Salt was used. Only one
full Snow Removal Operation took place in town this winter to which there is normally at least 2.
Culvert Steaming was at a minimal given the freeze/ thaw winter which also has limited the
normal flooding which is a benefit.

Parking on the Road has been reduced significantly given the increased notices and fines handed
out during this winter snow removal season.

JCB Backhoe {BH # 6} was delivered to the Roads Department in mid-March training provided by
Eric Bouchard of Elvaan Equipment Solutions. The older Case Backhoe (BH #5) has been
transferred to the Landfill.

Staff One of our Equipment Operators has resigned and moved on to a position in the private
sector. We are presently doing interviews of in-house Staff that are qualified and have applied.

Activities Undertaken — Landfill Department

Backhoe Snowblades The 2 Winter Backhoe Snow Blades which were approved during the 2023
Budget were purchased from J &) Equipment and have made a great impact on snow removal at
the Landfill in regards to time, fuel and wear and tear on the Backhoe.
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Backhoe #3 2005 Case 580 This unit was placed on GovDeals and there was a lot of interest. To
note the minimum reserve was $35,000 and it sold for $35,000.

Blue Box Transition The Municipality has met the deadline to Opt In and continue services with
minimum changes to the public regarding the Blue Box Transition to Full Producer Responsibility.

Background: This update is the Planning and Development Department 1% quarter report for
2024. This report will serve to highlight various activities within the Department and will include
a review of current Planning Applications, Cemetery and Landfill activities.

In the 1% quarter of 2024, the total number of inquiries was 138.

Activities:

Human Resources; the successful candidate for the maternity leave Administrative Assistant —
General Finance position has been in place for one month. The transition has gone will and the
new Staff member was able to shadow for the month prior to the maternity leave commencing.
Staff are confident with continued training and support the candidate will continue to do well.

Pre-consultations: There have been a total of six pre-consultations, of which half were managed
in house by myself.

Consents: This quarter there have been a total of three new consent applications. These new
applications make a total of thirteen active consent applications.

Zoning Bylaw Amendments: Three new zoning applications have been received this quarter and
will be appearing before the Council soon.

Camp Klahanie OLT Case Management Conference (CMC) took place March 28%. The CMC
discussed five initial objections brought forward by the Appeilant, at the close of the CMC only
one objection will be addressed at the May 22" hearing.

4855 Highway 520: MHBC is the lead on the Employment Lands project. The last update is that
the MTO is requiring updates to our existing Traffic Study to reflect the entrance location
update, which is underway.

Short-term Accommodations: Application intake was slow in 2023, however the 2024 15t quarter
has seen a significant increase. Out of the total 13 applications nine licences have been issued,
The remaining applications have been identified as having building infractions and are working
with the Building Department to achieve compliance before licences are issued. With the change
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in weather, residents are gaining access to their seasonal properties which is bringing application
inquiries into the office daily, a good sign.

Economic Develgpment

The Magnetawan Tourism Attraction Survey was launched in the 1% quarter. Sent with each
property tax bill, the survey was created to help kick start the Magnetawan Tourism Association
{MAT) Board to learn from residents and visitor their thoughts about Magnetawan Tourism. To
date there have been a total of 147 responses. There has been a total of 47 respondents
interested in joining a tourism board in the future if/when created.

Cemetery: A site visit with the concrete contractor took place in March (before the snow came
back). The foundation work is siated to begin May 6. The concrete foundation will need to
cure and set before the columbariums are in place; however, it is hopeful the columbarium will
be installed June or July of this year. Once the columbarium is in place, Staff will work with
Sandhill Nursery to install a walkway to the columbarium (all work included in the 2024 budget).
Once the Bereavement Authority of Ontario has signed off on the project the Municipality will be
in a position to begin to sell niches within the columbarium.

Landfill: Staff have worked to mail out to Village residents 2024 curbside collection stickers. As
well the annual top up of numbered landfill cards has taken place.

Staff has worked with the Magnetawan Building Centre and Horticultural Society to create a
program wherein animal proof composters will be sold by the Municipality at a discounted rate.
The program will roll out to Magnetawan residents during the April 6' Seedy Saturday event here
in the Community Centre, hosted by the Horticultural Society. In addition to the purchase of a
‘at cost’ composter, we will be offering an additional incentive by way of Magnetawan Bucks
(Mag Bucks). The Mag Bucks will be a $10 coupon that can only be spent on composter supplies
at the Magnetawan Building Centre. Additionally, the Horticultural Society has offered to
support the composting program with an educational evening where Composting 101 will be
discussed. The goal of the program is to not only promote backyard composting as an ecological
friendly manner of waste disposal, but to also reduce waste consumption at both Landfill sites.

Background: This is an update from January to March 2024 on the activities that have taken place
in Recreational and Communication during the first quarter of the year.

Activities;

Human Resources

Working with team members providing support and coaching and have been facilitating weekly
TED TALKS and Council Round Ups to ensure that Front line Staff are appraised of current issues
and messaging. As well as Staff is currently in the process of hiring summer students for the Locks
and Heritage Museum Centre. Five students will be returning from last year and there will be
three new additions to our Student Team this season.

Clerks Office

Staff have ensured that annual policies have been updated for 2024 including the Health and
Safety Policy Statement and Accessibility Policy Statement as well as submitted the Accessibility
reporting as per the legislation. The annual Broader Public Sector Reporting has been completed
and submitted for 2022 & 2023 in compliance with the Electricity Act 1998. One Magnetawan
Community Centre Board meeting has been conducted including the preparation of agenda and
minutes. Staff have conducted six meeting of Council in this quarter including the preparation of
agenda, agenda packages and minutes. Annual By-laws have been completed including the
Committee of Adjustment By-law along with the updating of several other outdated By-laws.
Staff are currently reviewing By-laws, Policies and Procedures and updating accordingly to ensure
that procedures are streamlined to improve delivery of services. Met with By-law Enforcement
Officer and surrounding municipalities in round table discussions regarding the implementation
of our AMPS By-law. Staff are currently working with Service Ontario to have the Mobile Service
attend our Municipality to help service our ratepayers.

Grant Funding Applications and Reporting
Staff have currently applied to 21 Grant Funding Streams for 2024 as well as the Municipality has

received monies from three annual allocations (NORDS, OCIF and OMPF) It should be noted that
the NORDS allocation expires in 2026. We are currently waiting on the outcome of 13 applications
with two of the applications currently in Stage 2. Six of the applications have been denied
funding. In addition to the above we are also waiting for the outcome of one grant application
from 2023 and one funding application was submitted by Lakeland Power on our behalf.
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Staff have completed and submitted one annual grant funding report and two final reports for
funding received in previous years.

Health and Safety

Conducting monthly health and safety inspections as per the legislation and working with
department heads and health and safety representatives to mitigate any concerns that arise.
Actively researched safety messaging for the Solar Eclipse that occurred April 8t and ensured
that any outside programming was cancelled for the day to ensure public safety. Facilitating Risk
Assessment/Job Hazard Analysis for Health and Safety Reps which is the next level of training
required and recommended by our Health and Safety consultant. The training will occur in May
and employees from surrounding Municipalities have been invited to attend the training sessions
and Staff are anticipating it being successful just like in previous years.

Currently working with our IT Provider to source new computer equipment for two department
heads as well as annual licensing for Adobe/Foxit. Also working with to ensure that we are
diligently protecting our information and our IT Provider will be providing a training session about
cyber security to Staff. Staff will also be working with our IT Provider to move forward with
additional antivirus protection and security measures considering the recent events at the Town
of Huntsville.

Communications

Prepared the February Newsletter that was included in the tax installment mail out and posted
on all social media platforms. Completed an interview with News Reporter Rocco Frangione to
help promote the upcoming “Out of Water” temporary art installation. Reached out to Explorer’s
Edge who have included our Music in the Park in their events calendar and forwarded our line up
to be included in the Summer Live Music Blog in June. Reached out to SPARC Network an agency
that helps sustain performing arts communities in rural and remote communities in Ontario to
help promote our events and programming. Signed up all upcoming Municipal Events and
Recreational Programming to the online event calendar for the North Bay Nipissing News.
Actively been posting hard copy posters in our Municipal displays and Canada Post of Municipal
Messaging as well as updating the Municipal Digital Signs with Municipal Messaging and
Community Events. Posted messaging on our Municipal Website and Electronic Mailer System
which includes 18 different messages through our Electronic Mailer System and updates to our
messaging on our Landfill, Planning, Treasury, Applications, By-law, and Recreation pages.
Additionally, Staff created a new AMP’S page and Senior Resources Page. Currently there are 490
Subscribers to our Electronic Mailer System. To note for the period from January 1, 2024, to
March 31, 2024, our webpages on our website had over 35,000 views from 8,874 users.
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Posted approximately 63 posts to Instagram and we currently have 196 followers. Posted
approximately 65 posts to Facebook including one paid boosted post for our Public Call for Artists
for Art in the Park and we currently have 1,821 followers. The paid boost cost $35 and had 36
link clicks and reached an additional 1,486 people through the sponsored ad. From the start of
January to the end of March our Municipal Facebook Postings reached over 25,000 people
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Recreation

We currently have exercise classes running four times a week (Mondays and Thursdays) which
Staff participates in. We also have occurring weekly Pickleball on Tuesdays and Nordic Walking
twice a week {Mondays and Fridays) which is overseen by Dianne who volunteers her time.
Organized our Family Day Event that was held Saturday February 17t which had a wide array of
family fun activities including skating, a hot chocolate bar, lunch counter, snow painting, fire pit,
chainsaw carving and exotic animal show. This event had an attendance of approximately 80-
100 people and we received positive feedback regarding the event. Organized our last Dinner
and Learn Event that was held Friday March 8™. Jimmy once again did a great job catering and all
attendees received a homemade St. Patty’s themed paint your own cookie from Savour This. This
programming was very well received by our Seniors in our community and Staff has applied for
the same funding stream for 2024 to help build on the success of this Seniors Programming.
Organized our annual Easter Treats that are delivered to the Magnetawan Public School. The
treats were handmade by Savour This and were enthusiastically received by students. Organized
our Music in the Park Series for 2024 and all artists have been confirmed. Put out Public Call for
Artist for our Art in the Park Series for 2024 with the Burk’s Falls Art Club committing to every
other week and Staff are currently fueling questions from local artists about attending this
programming. Each year we have more artists interested in attending which is a positive
outcome. Currently trying to source a food vendor/concession stand to help elevate our Musicin
the Park, Art in the Park and Rollerskating programming. Staff have reached out to community
groups in hopes that they can use this as a fundraising opportunity. Applied to the Province for
the Ontario Senior of the Year Award on behalf of the Municipality. Currently working on the
planning of Canada Day which will be held on Saturday June 29, Confirmed the Drive-In Movie
Event Company and the Drive-In will be held Friday October 4'. Working with Carver Jake Rhodes
for our 2024 Public Art Installation. Staff has been working together with Albert and his team of
local artists on our Temporary Art Installation “Out of Water” Staff have developed information
sheets and has launched our programming. This installation will start being installed at the
Village Green in May and both the Magnetawan Public School and Whitestone Public School will
be involved in supplying 100 small artistic fish that will kick of the launch of this programming.
Working on launching our new Accessibility Project that was funded through the Enabling
Accessibility Program and all equipment has been ordered to complete this project. Worked with
Leslie from East Parry Sound Community Support Services to bring Stand Up Falls Prevention
Classes twice a week to our community for a 12 week period at the Magnetawan Friendship
Centre. This programming has been well received and Staff is currently working with Leslie to run
this program again after the 12 week period is completed. Staff are currently working with the
Muskoka Alzheimer's Society to hopefully facilitate hosting Minds in Motion programming in our
Municipality.

Upcoming

Organizing training for all students regarding their duties at the Locks and Heritage as well as
Staff is currently organizing Archery training for all students to ensure that the Archery
programming runs safely and effectively both training opportunities will occur in June. Waiting
for three funding streams to open for applications in the upcoming months and Staff are actively
sourcing and researching funding possibilities to help offset costs and fund new projects to
benefit the Municipality. Staff will also have two final reports for grant funding to be completed
in the next quarter. Staff will be launching all the summer programming including Archery, Art in
the Park, Music in the Park, Rollerskating, Rocksnake, Bike Lending, and Recreational Game
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Lending along with opening the Locks and the Heritage Museum Centre. Will be applying for all
permits needed for the Canada Day Parade and Fall Fair Parade. Working with the Burk’s Falls Art
Club to promote and organize the NOAA Juried Art Show and Gala be held in September.
Organizing the Super Senior presentation to be held at the June meeting of Council. Finishing up
the organization of Canada Day, launching the event, and will oversee the event on June 29th,
Staff will continue to organize the Drive-In Movie event as October approaches as well as
organizing the Volunteer Dinner to be held sometime in the early Fall 2024. Will be attending
the AMCTO and FONOM conferences in May and June 2024. Staff will be conducting a
Magnetawan Community Centre Board Meeting later this month which includes preparing the
agenda and minutes. Launching our new Accessibility Project once the equipment arrives.

Staff will continue to support our “Out of Water” temporary art installation artists and will be
doing additional launches of the project as it progresses.

1.0 Recommendation

We recommend that Council receive the report dated March 21, 2024 from EcoVue Consulting Services
regarding consent application - Mcllroy, that Council approve the application, and that provisional consent
be given subject to the following conditions:

1. That prior to registration, the Applicants shall complete a plan of survey of the proposed severed
parcel delineating the road right of way acceptable to the Municipality of Magnetawan
(Municipality}).

2. That the Applicants provide a draft copy of the of the deed (with all schedules) to be approved by
the Municipality prior to registration.

3. That all taxes, municipal, legal, and planning fees associated with the processing of this
application including fees under By-law 2011-11, 2011-16 and current Municipal Fees & Charges
By-law be paid;

4. That the Applicants satisfy the Municipality and obtain the required approvals for any required
improvements to the driveway and an entrance onto Nelson Lake Road.

5. That the Applicants provide confirmation from the Municipality of Magnetawan Roads Foreman
with respect to entrance Municipal fees and disbursements (legal, engineering, planning), if any
incurred by the Municipality with respect to this application. Payment of these subject fees is the
responsibility of the Applicants.
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2.0 The Application

James Mcliroy and Bonnie Eng (Applicants) have applied on behalf of Gregory and Janice Black (owners}
to create an easement over the Black’s property in order to provide driveway access from the Applicants’
property to Nelson Lake Road. According to the application, the driveway already exists and the purpose
of the consent is to legalize the access.

The Applicants’ property is located at Part Lot 70, Concession B, former Township of Spence while the
owner’s property is located at Part Lot 69, Concessions B. The proposed easement will have frontage of
9.14 metres on Nelson Lake Road and a length of approximately 79.38 metres. It will run in a mainly

north/south direction to connect the Applicants’ property to Nelson Lake Road.

The total area of the easement will be approximately 725.53 square metres. The retained parcel will have
an area of approximately 40 hectares. According to the application, both the severed and retained parcels
are currently vacant.

The purpose of the proposed consent is to legalize an existing driveway which provides access from the
Applicants’ property to Nelson Lake Road through the owner’s property. There is no intent to change the
use of any of the parcels.

As such, the proposal is for a technical severance which will not create any new development
opportunities or result in any change in use of the lands.

Nelson Lake Road is a municipal road that is maintained year round.

3.0 Subject Property

The subject property (the land owned by the Blacks and the location of the proposed easement) has an
area of approximately 40 hectares and is located fo the southwest of the intersection of Nipissing Road
and Nelson Lake Road. The northern part of the property is intersected by a portion of Nelson Lake Road
which runs westward and tums south along western boundary of the subject property. Nelson Lake Road
joins Blacks Road to the south of the property boundary.

The Applicants’ property is approximately 20 hectares in size and it is located to the north of the subject
property, to the northeast of the intersection of Nipissing Road and Nelson Lake Road. The proposed
easement is intended to connect the southeast portion of the Applicants’ property with Nelson Lake Road
through the subject property.

Much of both the subject property and the Applicants’ lands are wooded. According to information from
the Applicants, their property is used mainly for recreational purposes.
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The surrounding area is characterized mainly by large properties with extensive wooded areas. Some
scattered residences located close to Nelson Lake Road. Some residences are located along roads and
on the shoreline of the lakes that are scattered throughout the larger area.

According to available information, an abandoned mine site is located to the northeast of the Applicants’
property. The subject property is within the 1 kilometre buffer area of the mine according to Schedule D
to the Magnetawan Official Plan. However, it appears that proximity to the mine will not impact the
proposal.

4.0 Planning Analysis
4.1 The Planning Act

The Planning Act, R.S.0., 1890, c.P 13, (Act), through Section 3 (5) (a), requires all decisions that affect
a planning matter to be consistent with policy statements that are in effect on the date of the decision.
Through this provision, the decision regarding the proposed consent must be consistent with the
Provincial Policy Statement (PPS).

Furthermore, the authority for municipalities to grant consents emanates from Section 53 (1) of the Act
which states:

(1) An owner, chargee or purchaser of land, or such owner’s, chargee’s or purchaser’s agent
duly authorized in writing, may apply for a consent as defined in subsection 50 (1) and the
council or the Minister, as the case may be, may, subject fo this section, give a consent if
satisfied that a plan of subdivision of the land is not necessary for the proper and orderly
development of the municipality. 2021, c. 25, Sched. 24, s. 4 (1).

Consents are required to have regard for matters in Section 51 (24) of the Act through reference in
Section 53 (12). Section 51 (24) states the following:

(24) In considering a draft plan of subdivision, regard shall be had, among other
matters, fo the health, safety, convenience, accessibility for persons with disabilities

and welfare of the present and future inhabitants of the municipality and fo,

(a) the effect of development of the proposed subdivision on matters of
provincial interest as referred to in section 2;

(b) whether the proposed subdivision is premature or in the public interest;
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{c) whether the plan conforms to the official plan and adjacent plans of
subdivision, if any;

(d) the suitability of the land for the purposes for which it is to be subdivided;

(d.1) if any affordable housing units are being proposed, the suitability of the
proposed units for affordable housing;

(e} the number, width, location and proposed grades and elevations of
highways, and the adequacy of them, and the highways linking the highways in the
proposed subdivision with the established highway system in the vicinity and the
adequacy of them;

h the dimensions and shapes of the proposed lots;

(g} the restrictions or proposed restrictions, if any, on the land proposed to be
subdivided or the buildings and structures proposed to be erected on it and the

restrictions, if any, on adjoining land;

(h) conservation of natural resources and flood control;
(i the adequacy of utilities and municipal services;

)] the adequacy of school sites;

(k) the area of land, if any, within the proposed subdivision that, exclusive of
highways, is to be conveyed or dedicated for public purposes;

()] the extent to which the plan’s design optimizes the available supply, means
of supplying, efficient use and conservation of energy; and

{m) the interrelationship between the design of the proposed plan of subdivision
and site plan control matters relating to any development on the land, if the land is
also located within a site plan control area designated under subsection 41 (2) of
this Act or subsection 114 (2) of the City of Toronto Act, 2006. 1994, c. 23, s. 30;
2001, ¢. 32, 5. 31 (2); 2006, ¢c. 23, s. 22 (3, 4); 2016, c. 25, Sched. 4, s. 8 (2).
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Through Sections 51 (24) (c) and (g) consents must conform to the applicable Official Plan and Zoning
By-law.

The proposed consent is a technical consent for an easement that will legalize an existing driveway and
will not change the use of the properties or create new development opportunities. The above provisions
of Section 51 (24) must be addressed, but given the nature of the consent, not all are directly relevant
and not all require detailed analysis.

The above-noted requirements of the Act are appropriately addressed through the sections of this report
that follow.

4.2 Provincial Policy Statement (2020)

4.2.1 Managing and Directing Land Use to Achieve Resilient and Efficient Development and
Land Use Patterns

Section 1.1.1 states in part that healthy, livable and safe communities are sustained by promoting efficient
development and land use patterns, accommodating an appropriate range and mix of land uses, including
recreation, parks and open space, and avoiding development and land use patterns which may cause
environmental or public health and safety concerns.

The proposed consent will facilitate existing use of the Applicants’ property and legalize an existing
driveway. It will provide for the continuation of existing permitted uses. Furthermore, the proposal will
ensure that the entrance onto Nelson Lake Road by the Municipality meets all requirements. The proposal
should not cause any environmental, public health or safety concerns and will ensure that if there are any
concerns for the entrance they will be addressed.

4.2.1.1 RURAL LANDS AND AREAS IN MUNICIPALITIES

The provisions in Section 1.1.4 (Rural Areas in Municipalities) and Section 1.1.5 (Rural Lands in
Municipalities) of the PPS are relevant for the proposed consent.

Section 1.1.4.1 refers to building on local character, conserving biodiversity, and considering the
ecological benefits provided by nature. The proposed consent will maintain existing land uses, and is
consistent with local character. it is not expected to negatively affect biodiversity or ecological functions.

Section 1.1.5.2 sets out the permitted uses for rural lands in municipalities which include the management
and use of resources, resource-based recreational uses and locally appropriate residential development.
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The application will facilitate the continuation of the recreational use of the property. It does not propose
a change in use and therefore, it will provide to continuation of a permitted use.

4.2.2 Natural Heritage
Section 2.1 of the PPS provides policies for the protection of natural heritage features and functions.

While the subject property and the Applicants’ property contain woodlands, they have not been identified
as a significant feature. In the Magnetawan Official Plan, the subject property is included in an area
identified as a deer wintering yard, stratum 2. The Official Plan includes policies to ensure protection of
deer habitat. These are addressed in more detail later in this report and any requirements as they relate
to the proposal will be met.

However, the proposed consent will create an easement to legalize an existing driveway and is not
expected to require any significant tree removal or alteration to the site. It is not expected to cause any
significant change in the vegetation or characteristics of the site and therefore. is not expected to have a
negative effect on deer habitat or other natural heritage features. Therefore, our opinion is that the
proposed consent is consistent with the policies in Section 2.1.

4.2.3 Minerals and Petroleum

Section 2.4 of the PPS contains policies for Minerals and Petroleum. The subject property is included in
the Magnetawan Official Plan in an area of Aggregate and Mineral Resources.

Section 2.4.2.1 states the following:

2.4.2.1 Mineral mining operations and petroleum resource operations shall be identified and
protected from development and activities that would preciude or hinder their expansion or continued
use or which would be incompatible for reasons of public health, public safety or environmental
impact.

The proposed consent is intended to maintain the existing recreational use of the properties and should
not affect the potential for mineral mining operations on the property.

4.24 Mineral Aggregate Resources

Section 2.5 sets out provisions for the protection of Aggregate Resources. Through Section 2.5.1 they
are to be protected for the long term.
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Since the proposal is only for a technical consent that will not result in significant physicai change to the
property and will not affect the use, the proposal should not affect the protection of aggregate resources.

4.2.5 Human Made Hazards
Section 3.2 of the PPS provides policies for human-made hazards. Section 3.2.1 of the PPS states:

3.2.1 Development on, abutting or adjacent to lands affected by mine hazards; oil, gas and salt
hazards; or former mineral mining operations, mineral aggregate operations or petroleum resource
operations may be permitted only if rehabilitation or other measures to address and mitigate known
or suspected hazards are under way or have been completed.

As noted previously, the Applicant’s property is within the buffer area of an abandoned mine. It is not
clear if there has been rehabilitation of the mine site, but given the nature of this application, it should not
be restricted by this policy because of the proximity of the mine. The proposal is for a technical consent
which will not cause significant physical change or change the use of the subject property or the
Applicant’s property.

Based upon the considerations above, our opinion is that the proposed consent is consistent with the
PPS.

43 Municipality of Magnetawan Official Plan

The subject property and Applicants’ property are designated as Rural Area with an identification of
Aggregate and Mineral Resources in the Municipality of Magnetawan Official Plan {(MMOQP).

4.3.1 Aggregate and Mineral Resources

Section 4.14 of the MMOP provides policies for Aggregate and Mineral Resources. In section 4.14.1 it
states that areas with high aggregate resource and mineral potential are identified on Schedule A. It
further states:

Development of these areas for purposes other than resource extraction will not be permitfed except
where it can be shown that the proposed development has a greater public interest than the extraction
of the resource and will not adversely affect the availability of the resource and fong-term viability of the

aggregate industry in the future.

This section also includes provisions for development in or adjacent o areas of known mineral or
aggregate resources.
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However, the proposed consent is not intended to facilitate any development of the Applicants’ property
or the owner’s property. The proposed consent is only for an easement to legalize the use of an existing
driveway. The use of the properties will not change. Therefore, the proposed consent will not offend the
policies in Section 4.14.1 of the MMOP.

4.3.2 Deer Habitat

As noted previously, the properties are also identified as Deer Wintering Yard, stratum 2 in Schedule B
of the MMOP.

Section 4.6 of the MMOP includes policies related to deer habitat. The policies indicate that development
in these area must be sensitive to the impact on deer wintering yards and the removal of vegetation
should be minimized. The policies also state that new lots should avoid areas of dense conifer cover and
be of sufficient size to provide a suitable development area. Further provisions for development in these
areas are also included.

However, the proposed consent is not intended to result in significant change to the properties, No new
development opportunities will result from the proposal. The proposed consent will only create an
easement which will legalize the use of an existing driveway. No significant removal of vegetation is
proposed.

Therefore, given the nature of the proposal, our opinion is that it conforms to the above policies.
4.3.3 Rural Area Designation

The permitted uses for the Rural Area designation are set out in Section 5.2.1 and include forest
management, conservation, parkland, fisheries resource management, hunt camps and others. The
current recreational use of the property is consistent with these types of uses.

Section 5.2.8 includes policies aggregate extraction and it sets out requirements for applications for
aggregate extraction operations. Since the proposal is only for a technical consent that is intended to
legalize an existing driveway, and no change in use of the property is intended, these policies do not
apply to the proposal. The proposed consent should not affect any potential future use of the property to
extract aggregate.
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4.3.4 Consent Policies

Section 7.1 of the Official Plan contains policies that govern consent applications. It states that consents
shall only be considered if they are minor, do not require the extension of municipal services and they
comply with the Objectives and General Development policies and the applicable Land Use policies in
them MMOP. The proposed technical consent is minor, is not proposing any municipal services or new
services to the properties or any change in use. The proposed consent complies with all applicable
policies including those that apply to the Rural Areas designation.

Section 7.1.1 provides the criteria for the creation of new lots through consent applications. However, the
proposal is not intended to create a new lot. The application will only create an easement for access
purposes to the Applicants’ property. Therefore, the policies in Section 7.1.1 do not directly apply to the
proposal.

In consideration of the above, our opinion is that the proposal conforms to the consent policies in the
MMOP.

Sections 7.2 and 7.3 of the MMOP provide policies for Subdivisions and Condominiums and Parkland
Dedication respectively. These sections are not applicable to the proposed consent.

The remaining sections of the MMOP deal mainly with procedural matters and other policies that are not
directly applicable to the application. Based upon the above considerations, our opinion is that the
proposed consent complies with the MMOP.

4.4 Municipality of Magnetawan Zoning By-law No. 2001-26
The subject property and the Applicants’ property are both zoned Rural (RU) in Magnetawan Zoning By-
law 2001-26 (MZB).

The permitted uses in the Rural zone are set out in Section 4.6.1 of the MZB. They include a wide range
of uses including farms, hunt camps, logging, public parks, golf courses, resource management activities
and detached dwellings. Standards for lots and for development in areas zoned Rural are also included.

The proposed consent will not change the use of the recreational use of the property which is consistent

with the permitted uses noted above.
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Much of the remainder of MZB involves standards for other zones and procedural matters that do not
apply specifically to the proposal. The proposed ZBA does not conflict with these provisions.

In consideration of the above, our opinion is that the proposed consent complies with all applicable
requirements of the MZB.

45 Summary of Planning Considerations

In view of the above, the proposed consent is consistent with the applicable requirements of the PPS and
complies with all requirements of the Official Plan. The proposed consent also complies with Zoning By-
law No. 2001-26.

With regard to Section 51 (24) of the Planning Act:

» The proposed consent is not expected to affect matters of provincial interest as required in Section
51 (24) (a);

e Pursuant to Section 51(24) (b) the consent is not premature, and it is in the public interest,

e The consent conforms to the Official Plan as required in section 51 (24) (c) and the land is suitable
for the purpose of the consent as required in Section 51 (24) (d),

¢ The road access is appropriate for the use of the property and consent will facilitate iegal access
pursuant to Section 51 (24) (&),

» The dimension and shapes of the subject parcel is appropriate as required in Section 51 (24) (f),

e Pursuant to Section 51 (24) (g) the consent complies the Zoning By-law and other applicable
restrictions,

e The proposed consent is not expected to impact the conservation of natural resources and flood
control as required in Section 51 (24) (h).

s Pursuant to Section 51 (24) (i) the proposed consent should not affect utilities and services
available for the property except for legalizing the existing driveway to provide access.
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+ Regarding Section 51 (24) (j) the proposed consent is not expected to impact the need for school
sites.

» The proposed consent is not expected to require a dedication of land for public purposes pursuant
to Section 51 (24) (k).

» Pursuant to Section 51 (24) () the proposed consent impact the supply, use or conservation of
energy.

Therefore, in view of the above, the proposed consent has appropriate regard for Section 51 (24) of the
Act.

Our planning opinion is that the consent is consistent with, or complies with all applicable planning
provisions, subject to the conditions listed in the recormmendation.

5.0 Recommendations

That the consent application by James Mcllroy and Bonnie Eng to create an easement for driveway
access to Nelson Lake Road within the Municipality of Magnetawan be approved and that the provisional
consent be recommended to the Central Almaguin Planning Board subject to the conditions contained in
this report.

Recommendation

That Council recommend to the Planning Board, that the Consent application for the subject
lands located at 46 Thompson Road (Stevenson), be provisionally approved subject to the
following conditions:

That the applicant meet all financial requirements of the Municipality, including the
payment of the balance of any outstanding taxes, including penalties and interest be
paid;

That a draft survey of the proposed retained and severed lots be provided to the
Municipality for review and approval;

That a registrable description of the severed lot and a copy of the Reference Plan be
deposited to the Land Registry office and be submitted to the Municipality;

That the owner obtain approval of a Zoning By-law Amendment to demonstrate the
existing development and the proposed lots comply to the Zoning By-law;

That the existing shed be relocated to comply with the minimum standards of the Zoning
By-law;

That the applicant pay to the Municipality a parkland contribution fee for each
residential lot to be created as cash-in-lieu of a parkland contribution pursuant to
Section 53 (13) of the Planning Act, R.S.0. 1990 ¢. P. 13;

That the Applicant establish a separate water supply to service the residential building
on the proposed severed lot; and,
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8. That the conditions of Consent be fulfilled within two years from the date of the giving
of the notice by the Central Almaguin Planning Board.

Proposal / Background

A Consent Application has been submitted for the subject lands located at 46 Thompson Road
in the Municipality of Magnetawan. The purpose of the Consent application is to create one
new rural residential lot on the subject lands, and to also separate the existing development
that is currently located on the subject lands.

The subject lands, the proposed severed lot and the proposed retained lot are shown on Figure
1. The proposed retained lot is outlined in green and the proposed severed lot is outlined in
red. Thompson Road is located to the south of the subject lands and Old Nipissing Road is
located to the east of the subject lands.

The owner has indicated that there are two existing detached dwellings and accessory buildings
on the subject lands. The locations of the existing development and the location of the
proposed lot line to divide the subject lands is shown in detail on Figure 2. It is understood that
there is a zoning non-compliance matter on the subject lands, due to their being two single
detached dwellings on the same property which is not permitted in the Zoning By-law. Following
the proposed Consent, one existing detached dwelling is to be located on its own lot. It is also
understood that the the “status” of the existing detached dwelling are unknown, and that due to
the nature of the buildings they may not meet the definition of a detached dwelling in the Zoning
By-law or the Ontario Buildoing Code (i.e. mobile homes). The owner will need to confirm this
in order to demonstrate zoning compliance through a condition of provisional Consent. An
existing storage building on the proposed iot line is to be removed.

Each of the existing detached dwellings are serviced with their own septic system, however
they share a well for water supply.

Area Context

The subject lands are located south of the Village of Magnetawan and are on the north-west
corner of Old Nipissing Road and Thompson Road.
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The surrounding land uses include the following:

North: The Village of Magnetawan and rural residential uses.
East: Rural residential uses.

South: Rural residential uses.

West: Ahmic Lake and rural residential uses.

Policy Analysis

Provincial Policy Statement

The following is a review of the land use policy framework related to the subject lands and the
Consent application.

The Provincial Policy Statement (PPS) is a document that guides development in the Province.
The subject lands are located in a rural area of the Municipality and outside of the Village of
Magnetawan and are considered to be Rural Lands by the PPS. The PPS identifies a number
of permitted land uses on rurai lands in municipalities which include limited residential
development and lot creation that is locally appropriate.

Section 1.6.6.4 of the PPS provides policies that apply to development on individual well and
septic. This policy states that individual on-site sewage services and individual on-site water
services may be used for a new development provided that site conditions are suitable for the
long-term provision of such services with no negative impacts. The existing dwellings are
currently serviced by two separate septic systems and share one well. It is recommended that
a condition of provisional Consent be included that requires the applicant to establish a
separate water supply for the proposed severed lot.

Section 2.0 of the PPS contains policies related to the wise use and management of resources
and must be considered when reviewing the proposed Consent Application. Ontario’s long-term
prosperity, environmental health, and social well-being is dependent on protecting water and
natural heritage features.

Section 2.1.8 of the PPS contains policies regarding development adjacent to natural heritage
features and areas. The subject lands contain an unevaluated wetland on the western portion
of the property and on the proposed retained lot. No additional development is proposed
through this application and the proposed Consent is to separate the existing development on
the subject lands. As a result an Environmental Impact Study is not required.

Subject to the recommended conditions of provisional Consent, the proposed Consent is
consistent with the PPS.
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Municipality of Magnetawan Official Plan

The Municipality's Official Plan provides direction pertaining to growth within Magnetawan. The
policies in the Plan address the environment, cultural and built heritage, natural resources and
servicing and transportation. In accordance with Schedule A - Land Use to the Official Plan, the
subject lands are designated Rural and Environmental Protection. The majority of the subject
lands is also within the Aggregate & Mineral Resources overlay.

Schedule B to the Official Plan indicates that the subject property is located entirely within the
Deer Wintering Area (Stratum 2), has an unevaluated wetland on the western extent of the
property and has Significant Flora Fauna on the property as shown in Figure 4.

From the review of the site plan submitted with the application in relation to Schedule B, it
appears that the “Significant Flora Fauna” and the “Other Wetland” portions of the subject lands
are contained entirely on the proposed retained lot and no new development is proposed in
these features.

Section 4.5 of the Municipality’s Official Plan contains policies regarding wetlands. Section 4.5
states the following:

Wherever possible these areas should be left in their natural state. Where it can be
demonstrated to the satisfaction of Council that there is no reasonable alternative for the
logical development of lands other than to develop a portion of a locally significant
wetland, the Municipality will impose site plan control to ensure that the appropriate
mitigation measures are employed to minimize the impact on the wetland. No
development or site alteration will be permitted in or within 120 metres of any areas
identified as potential provincially significant wetlands until an evaluation is completed
by a qualified wetland evaluator using the Ontario Wetland Evaluation System: Northern
Manual to conform its significance, as well as to address any significant impacts through
completion of an Environmental Impact Assessment.

The Consent application does not propose new development or site alteration within 120 metres
of the unevaluated wetland on the subject lands. The existing development on the retained lot
is located greater than 400 metres from the lands identified as Environmental Protection.

Schedule B also identifies the subject lands in a Deer Wintering Area (Stratum 2). Section 4.6
of the Official Plan contains polices for Deer Habitat and states:

Within the significant deer habitat areas shown on Schedule B new lots should avoid
areas of dense conifer cover or be of a sufficient size to provide a suitable development
area including access and services, outside the most significant deer wintering habitat
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areas described above. The minimum lot size shall be 90 metres frontage and 90 metres
depth.

The proposed severed lot and retained lot exceed these values and the application does not
propose to remove any existing vegetation on the subject lands.

Section 4.10 of the Official Plan states that development within 50 metres of the boundary of
an unevaluated wetland shall require an Environmental Impact Study. No additional
development is proposed through this application and the proposed Consent is to separate the
existing development on the subject lands. As a result an Environmental Impact Study is not
required.

Section 4.14 of the Official Plan contains policies for Aggregate and Mineral Resources. A
portion of the subject lands is within an Aggregate and Mineral Resources overlay. Section
4.14 1 states that where development is proposed in or adjacent to an area of known mineral
or aggregate resources, the development shall be set back and buffered sufficiently. Based on
a review of aerial photography, there are no existing pits or aggregate reserves within 300
metres of the subject lands. Furthermore, it is suggested that the extraction of resources from
the site would not be viable due to the presence of existing residential development within this
area.

Section 5.2 of the Official Plan contains policies for Rural Areas in the Municipality. Section
5.2.1 recognizes residential dwellings as a permitted use.

Section 7.1.1 of the Official Plan contains criteria that are applicable to consent applications
that create new lots. Table 2 below summarizes the consent policies.

The proposed lots are developed with existing|
detached dwellings and are not proposed to be
used for hunt camps, fish camps etc.

The proposed lots appear to not create a traffic
hazard as the proposed lots are developed with
existing residential uses.

The existing development on the proposed lots are
serviced by existing private sewage services.

Approval from the North Bay Mattawa
Conservation Authority (NBMCA) is required to
confirm that the severed lot can be adequately
serviced by its own independent drilled well.

g) Notwithstanding subsection c), lots
created for seasonal or recreational
purposes may be permitted where the
access to the lot is by a navigable
waterbody provided that Council is
satisfied that there are sufficient facilities
for mainland parking and docking.

Not applicable. The proposed lots are not for a
seasonal residential use.

h) Any lot for permanent residential use
shall be located on a year round
maintained municipal road or Provincial
highway.

Subject to the recommended conditions of provisional Consent, the proposed Consent

conforms to the Official Plan.

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A Zoning By-law Amendment is recommended as a condition of provisional Consent to ensure
that the existing development and the proposed lots comply to the Zoning By-law. The
minimum lot area of the RU Zone is 10 hectares. The proposed severed lot has a lot area of
2.4 hectares and therefore a rezoning is required to recognize the reduced lot area. The
minimum interior side yard for the RU Zone is 15 metres. The existing detached dwellings are
located closer to the proposed interior side lot line than 15 metres and therefore a rezoning is
required to recognize this reduced interior side yard.

As referenced, there remains a question to the status of the existing detached dwellings on the
subject property. Through the satisfying of the conditions of provisional Consent, the owner
will need to demonstrate to the Municipality that the existing residential buildings meet the
requirements for a detached dwelling in the Zoning By-law and the Ontario Building Code.

Comments from Departments

Please note that comments were received and are provided below.

Road Department. No concerns received at the time of this report

Fire Chief. No concerns

Building Department: Both dwellings would need separate sewage systems and potable water
sources. Construction plans including but not limited to, foundation and decks, application,
site plan, and Permit Fee is required. Unless the manufacture can provide foundation and
anchorage plans a Professional Engineer will need to review and seal the drawings. The
mobile home will also need to meet CSA Z2402.1. The Ontario Building Code has
approximately 2400 changes coming around the end of March/ 2024 and a new Code in
2025. Depending on the changes and updates its possible other requirements may need to
be met.

By-law Department: No concerns

Summary

Subject to the recommended conditions of provisional Consent, the Consent application is
consistent with the PPS and conforms to the Municipality’s Official Plan. It is recommended
that Council support the proposed application and recommend that the Planning Board approve
the application, subject to the recommended conditions of provisional Consent contained in this
Report.

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Proposal /Background

An application for Consent has been submitted by Robert Antonik, the owner of the
subject lands located at 354 Simmons Lake Road in the Municipality of Magnetawan.
The subject lands are legally described as Part Lot 12, Concession 1, Registered Plan
42R-4538, former Township of Croft, District of Parry Sound. The location of the
subject lands are outlined on Figure 1.

The subject lands are currently developed with an existing detached dwelling that is
serviced by an existing septic system and water services. The purpose of the
application is to create one {1) new shoreline residential lot on the subject lands. The
proposed Consent application sketch is shown in Figure 2. The proposed retained lot
is to be vacant and located on the west portion of the subject lands and the proposed
severed lot contains an existing dwelling on the east portion of the subject lands.

The subject lands are designated Shoreline and Rural on Schedule A — Land Use in
the Official Plan. The subject lands are also entirely within Deer Yard (Stratum 1), as
shown on Schedule B - Environmental Features in the Official Plan. The subject lands
are zoned Shoreline Residential (RS) in the Zoning By-law.

The subject lands are accessed via Simmons Lake Road which is a private road as
identified on Schedule C — Transportation of the Official Plan.
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The existing detached dwelling is to be located on the severed lot, on the eastern
portion of the subject lands.

Area Context

The subject lands have lot frontage on Newel Lake on the north portion of the subject
lands. The surrounding land uses in the general area include the following:

North: Newell Lake and shoreline residential lots
East: Newell Lake and shoreline residential lots
South: Bells Lake and shoreline residential lots
West: Simmons Lake and shaoreline residential lots
Policy Analysis

Provincial Policy Statement

The Provincial Policy Statement (PPS) is a document that provides policy direction on
matters of Provincial interest concerning land use planning. Ontario has a policy led
planning system and the PPS sets the foundation for regulating the development and
use of land in the Province. Policies are set out to provide for appropriate development
while also protecting resources of provincial interest, public health and safety, and the
quality of the natural and built environment. When making land use planning decisions,
Pianning Authorities must ensure that decisions are consistent with the PPS.

The subject lands are located outside of a settiement area and are considered by the
PPS to be ‘Rural Lands’. The PPS, specifically Section 1.1.5.2, recognizes limited
residential development, including lot creation that is locally appropriate, as permitted
uses on Rural Lands. The existing and propesed development on the subject lands
is considered resource based recreational uses and are permitted in the context of the
PPS.

Section 1.1.5.4 of the PPS indicates that development that is compatible with the rural
landscape and can be sustained by rural service levels should be promoted. The future
shoreline residential use on the retained lot would be compatible with the surrounding
land uses and would not negatively impact the character of the area. The proposed
retained lot would be serviced by individual on-site sewage and water services which
is the typical servicing approach for this area of the Municipality.

Section 1.6.6.4 provides policies that apply to development serviced by individual on-
site sewage and water services. It states that individual on-site sewage services and
individual on-site water services may be used for a new development provided that
site conditions are suitable for the long-term provision of such services with no
negative impacts. The severed
